Martin Boyce

Martin Boyce's work is concerned with the ways in which signs and symbols change over the course of time.
Boyce draws points of reference from art history, cinema, design and literature. His titles are, for example,
drawn from a book by Michale Ondatje. Recent work has focussed on design from the 1950's; furniture and
grar])chics produced at the height of the Modern movement when societies were perhaps more optimistic about
the future.

Martin spent time at DCA Print Studio devising the set of three screen prints relating to his 2004 show Brushing
Against Strange Weeds at the Modern Institute, Glasgow and previous works shown at Tramway. The first two
of these prints are derived from basic tree shapes translated into the urban colours of industrial signage. We
Are Resistant, We Dry Out in the Sun reflects his 2004 installation in Galerie Eva Presenhuber, Zurich, based
on two interlocking parasols by a swimming pool which have faded in the sun.

Born in Glasgow in 1967, Martin Boyce lives and works in Glasgow.
He has works in many museum collections, including the Tate Gallery. He has exhibited at DCA in the exhibition
TRAUMA in 2001 and the current exhibition of works from the French Regional Art Collections, Somewhere
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
